The Glen Ellyn Volunteer Fire Company will be holding
an Open House on Saturday, October 7, from 10 a.m. -

as part of Fire Prevention Week. Saturday's event will be
held solely at the downtown fire station located at Main
St. and Pennsylvania Ave., while the Monday evening event
will be held at both fire stations: the downtown fire station
and the south side fire station at 681 Taft Ave. Firefighting
equipment will be on display and fire safety educational
material will be available. Refreshments will also be served.

Fire Company Fund Drive
The Volunteer Fire Company's annual fund drive will begin
in October. The Fire Company has held an annual fund
drive every year since its inception in 1907. The annual
fundraising event is conducted entirely by mail and no
resident will be contacted by phone to donate money.
Please do not contribute to organizations that solicit by
phone.

For the past 99 years, the Fire Company has provided
quality fire and rescue services 24 hours a day, seven days
a week with highly trained volunteers. In 2005, your
volunteer firefighters responded to numerous emergency
calls, including house fires, car fires, grass and brush fires,
hazardous material spills, carbon monoxide alarms, vehicle
accidents and emergency medical requests. The total
number of emergency calls for 2006 requiring the services
of the Glen Ellyn Volunteer Fire Company is expected to
be even higher.

The cost to supply and equip one volunteer firefighter is
approximately $6,000. Your financial assistance enables the
Fire Company to provide you, your family and your neighbors
with state-of-the-art assistance.
